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Instructions for ID Card

1) Cut along border; fold along middle.

2) Your photo is highly recommended.

3) "Other Related Courses" would include (but are not limited to) those offered by the
American Red Cross, Salvation Army, Federal Emergency Management Agency, or any
public service agency involved in providing emergency communications.

4) Laminating is a good idea only if no other related courses will be listed.

5) Be sure the Adobe Acrobat Reader print settings do not have a check mark in the
box for "Fit to Page."
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
